Place some rice in one of the containers,
beans in another, and sugar (or grits) in
another. Tape the lids closed and let your
baby explore the sounds each one
makes while sitting in her high chair.

When you stop at a stop sign, point to
the word STOP and read it to your baby.
Point out the names of restaurants and
shops. Focusing his attention on print
will make literacy fun and real for him.

Show your baby household appliances
in action, describing the sounds they
make. Forinstance, show her the toaster,
blender, vacuum cleaner, telephone, hair
dryer, and mixer, all while in operation.

Show your baby the different pictures,
then sort them into categories while she
watches. For instance, the picture of the
orange would go into the food category.
Be sure to have at least a few of each.

Play a matching game with your body
parts. Point to and name your nose, then
do the same with your baby’s nose. Do
the same with your (and her) mouth,
eyes, ears, hands, toes, and belly button.

Introduce your baby to the computer.
Share websites like wwwi fisherprice.com
and other infant-related sites. Babies
love to see other babies! Show excite-
ment while observing the images.

Hang large, colorful letters low on the
walls where your baby can see them.
When she begins crawling she'll have
the opportunity to touch them if they're
posted low enough.

fips & expectations

Allow her to play “discovery” using these
homemade science tools. Keep them in
a larger box and watch how often she
chooses to play with them.

He'll also need to know how to read stop
signs and other safety signs by the time
he rides a bicycle independently.

Name each appliance, describe how the
appliance works, and give the appliance
sound a “voice." For instance, the hair
dryer’s voice may be “whewwww" and
the toaster’s voice may be “ding.”

This activity will teach him how to create
order with objects in our world and
develop the organizational skills that are
essential to higher level learning.

Keep naming body parts or repeating
the same parts as long as your baby
enjoys itl You're also developing her
sense of self and promoting her creative
thinking.

This activity is about both bonding and
experiencing new information. Your
baby will watch you manipulate the
computer and notice your excitement
for learning through this medium.

Your little one won't be ready to learn
the alphabet officially for months to
come, but if you use them to decorate
her environment she's likely to show
interest in them earlier rather than later.
